
Ampelisca plumosa 

Diagnostic Characters: 

- Eyes absent 

- A1 short, not extending beyond A2 peduncle 

- Outer ramus of U2 with subapical spine 

- Basal lobe of P7 short, only reaching end of segment 3 

- Pleon 3 without acute tooth on posterior corner
