Primary Diagnostic Characters: aboral surface of disk is spiny, not 
(Figure 1) granulated; 

the radial shields are not covered with 
spines; 

disk spines are not forked; 
six to eight slender, long arm spines 

Related Species and Character Differences: 

Ophiopholis bakeri McClendon, 1909 (Figure 2) 
the radial shields are covered with 

spines 
the disk spines are forked 
four to six moderately long, minutely 

thorny arm spines
